Middle School All-District Band Audition Requirements

SIGHT-READING (60%): Students will be asked to perform one or more sight-reading selections.  Students will be given a period of time to “study” the sight-reading before being asked to play and be scored.  Students are not allowed to play their instruments during the study period for the sight-reading selection.  Sight-reading excerpts will be pulled from printed or published material.
MAJOR SCALES (20%): Each student will be asked to perform two major scales.  Scales should be memorized through four sharps and four flats.  Tempo for the scales is MM=100 for the quarter note.  Tempo should be strictly adhered to.  Scales should be articulated with a legato tongue ascending and descending.  Students should be able to play scales in the octaves of at least the range listed below for the chromatic scale.  Scales should be performed in the following quarter note/eighth note pattern:
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CHROMATIC SCALE (20%): The chromatic scale should be slurred ascending and staccato tongued descending.  The scale should be memorized and performed at or above the tempo indicated below.  Students should play even ascending, pause at the top for a breath (if needed), and continue playing even eighth notes descending.  Listed below are the required ranges for each instrument’s chromatic scale. However, students may choose to go beyond these requirements if they have prepared more.
